THE NETWORK RAIL Cambridge Re-Signalling Transport Works Act Order

This letter is sent by Cambridgeshire County Council (the Council) in relation to the Council’s
own interests.

Please accept this letter as notification of the Council’s intention to withdraw its objection to
the above Order.

Through discussion with Network Rail, the concerns raised by the Council in its letter of
objection (23 September 2022) have been satisfactorily addressed. The Council is therefore
withdrawing its objection on the basis of the commitments made by Network Rail in its letter
to the Council of 19 January 2023 (attached), which provides details of the changes that
Network Rail intends to make to the draft Order, schedules and plans.

THE NETWORK RAIL CAMBRIDGE RESIGNALLING TRANSPORT AND WORKS ACT ORDER
PROPOSED REDUCTION IN EXTENT OF STOPPING POWERS

We refer to Cambridgeshire County Councils objection to the above draft Order dated the 23
September 2022 (CCC Ref: C3R TWA 020824).

In summary the objection relates to the proposed extent of highway to be Stopped Up as set out in
Schedule 1 of the draft Order and as shown on the draft Land Plans that accompanied it, as it is
stated that as shown these may prejudice the pre-existing users of the highway and may prevent the
Council from being able to effectively perform its statutory duties.

We appreciate your teams time since the objection was submitted in working through the issues
raised to reach a resolution with a view to the objection being withdrawn.

Following the series of workshops with your Consents, Highways Searches and Road Safety Teams
throughout October and November, Network Rail have sought to either remove entirely or reduce the
extent of the proposed Stopping Up powers at all each of land parcels within your administrative area.
Revisions to the proposed layouts of infrastructure at the level crossings have also been made in
relation to the proposed upgraded fencing alignments, with the proposed Stopping Up powers
reflecting these.

The proposed removal or reduction in the extent of the Stopping Up powers in each of the land
parcels noted in your objection are set out in written format in Appendix 1 to this letter. A set of
accompanying plans has been provided to show these graphically, showing the highways boundaries,
proposed level crossing upgrade works and reduced areas for which Stopping Up powers will be
sought is attached as Appendix 2 (those land parcels where Stopping Up Powers are proposed to be
removed entirely no longer appear on the plans).

Subject to the Councils agreement to the proposed amendments as shown in Appendix 1 and 2,
Network Rail agree that as part of the order process it will update the deposited draft land plans to
reflect the above changes, with these reflected in Schedule 1 of the Order, with all revisions to the
formal Order documentation provided to the Council for final agreement. Network Rail acknowledges
that the withdrawal of the Council’s objection to the draft Order is subject to confirmation that the
amendments set out in Appendix 1 and 2 have been made to the draft Schedule and plans. Network
Rail will not exercise any Stopping Up powers pursuant to Article 3 (Stopping up of streets) of the
draft Order, over the areas that have been removed entirely or those outside the reduced areas as
shown in Appendix 1 and 2.

As an update on the Order process the Secretary of State for Transport has decided to hold an inquiry
into this application. The inquiry will take place no later than 22 weeks from the 1 December 2022.

Network Rail would appreciate that subject to the above being agreed by Cambridgeshire County
Council that the objection could be formally withdrawn in good time before the inquiry.
